St Teresa’s School Homework Policy   

Rationale

At St Teresa’s School we encourage effective homework habits. The intention is to set Homework based on best practice and to improve student outcomes.

Purposes

1. To provide a positive link between home and school in order to enhance children’s learning.
2. To assist parents and other caregivers in their role supporting      

homework, by ensuring homework programmes are regular, consistent and manageable.
3. To utilise the many other learning activities children participate in after school.  
4. The Principal and SMT will develop homework guidelines to reflect best practice and improve student outcomes. 
Summary

As best practice and research have shown, reading and basic facts are quite sufficient for homework. We have also provided the STARS Challenge programme for those who seek an authentic family and community based experience. By following this homework programme, the school will continue to meet the learning needs of our students.
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 Homework Guidelines
The compulsory homework programme is outlined below:
1. Homework is focussed on Numeracy and Literacy.

2. The Numeracy focus is basic facts.

3. The Literacy focus is reading. In the junior school this is re-reading material covered at school, blend and word study, alphabet and word packets. For independent (senior) readers this is independent reading logs (novels, etc). All children will complete a Reading Diary

4. Current Events and Religious Education are added to the programme occasionally.

5. Spelling lists are not included.

6. Staff will not set homework worksheets, spelling lists, or other projects.

In addition students have the option of participating in the STARS Challenge programme which provides considerable learning opportunities.
